POOR BOX FOR JUNE: CAMP ST. VINCENT: Camp St.
Vincent is a summer day camp for children from households
experiencing homelessness or poverty in Baltimore City and
County. At Camp St. Vincent, children ages 6 to 10 are given
the opportunity to experience the joys of two weeks at
summer camp in the open space and fresh air of the
countryside. The children who attend are nominated from
Baltimore area schools, churches, and social service agencies,
and are accepted into the program without regard to race,
religion, or nationality. Over 60% of the children who attend
are homeless. Camp St. Vincent offers a structured outdoor
recreation program. The children also participate in daily
Values Development Lessons, which strive to boost self-
esteem and encourage resistance to negative peer pressure.
This is an atmosphere where sharing, cooperation, fairness,
and respect are emphasized.
